What Must [ Do To Keep Saved?

Intro: We often speak about what we must do to be saved, however we often forget about what we
must do to keep or remain saved. To be saved the Scriptures teach that one must believe, John 14:1
“Let not your heart betroubled: yebelievein God, believeasoinme.”; repent, L uke 24:46-47 “ And said unto them,
Thusit iswritten, and thusit behoved Christ to suffer, and to rise from the dead the third day: “’And that repentance and
remission of sins should be preached in his name among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem.”; and be baptized for
the remission of sins, Mark 16:15-16 “And he said unto them, Go yeinto all the world, and preach the gospel
to every creature. *®*He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned.”; Acts
2:38 “Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission
of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.” Once saved by obedience to the Word, 1 Pet. 1:22
“Seeing ye have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the spirit unto unfeigned love of the brethren, see that
ye love one another with a pure heart fervently:”; what must we do to stay that way.

It can cleanse (vs. 9), quicken (vs. 25), strengthen (vs. 28), confirm (vs. 38), defend
(vs. 42), comfort )vs. 50), instruct (vs. 98,99), enlighten (vs. 105), assure (vs. 114),
give peace (vs. 165), and deliver (vs. 170). ...It will deliver you from sin (vs. 11), give
you understanding (vs. 169), cleanse your ways (vs. 9), and be your meditation all the
day long (vs. 97).”

upon the posts of thy house, and on thy gates.”

5:12 “For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again
which bethe first principles of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk, and not
of strong meat.”; to be ateacher you must study.
